THE DUE PROCESS TO GREATNESS 
 

The desire to be great seems to be a very central factor in human life. Our culture    
glorifies ambition and achievement, and consequently we feel we must always be striving 
for being someone by struggling for power, influence, position, supremacy and greatness.  
 

 Jiddu Krishnamurti comments: ñYou can be creative only when there is            
abandonment ï which means, really, when there is no sense of compulsion, no fear of not 
being, of not gaining, of not arriving.ò Happiness does not result from achievement and 
ambition, but is a by-product of meaning. It occurs in the absence of ñfear of not being, of 
not gaining, of not arriving.ò 
 

 Following Jesus is about how to free our mind from our belief in the salvation of 
celebrity and success. A vocation means we can enjoy our work detached from the anxiety 
of achieving certain results, knowing that the world is much better served by people who 
work without the ugliness of desire for gain. 

 
It may not be too surprising for us to discover that James and John came to Jesus to  
lobby for positions at his right hand and his left hand in his glory. They still didnôt fully 
understand what does it mean to be the Suffering Servant of God. They were still assuming 
their Master to be a political messiah. In their quest they were focused on the glory and not 
the path that would lead to the glory. From their request we deduce selfishness and        
exclusion. 
 

 The two brothers were really ambitious like most people in our contemporary      
societies. In their quest they are blind to the fact that love is the greatest power known to 
us. They wanted to act fast before the rest would out-do them. Probably they were not the 
only ones among the apostles that desired to take important positions in the would-be  
kingdom of their Master. Rather they were bold enough to declare their intentions. 

 

The Lord asked them if they would be able to drink the cup he would drink, namely 
suffering. The answer our Lord Jesus Christ gave to the two brothers showed that there is a 
due process to greatness. Today people want to get into the Promised Land without passing 
through the desert, and to wear the crown without carrying the cross, and to have religion 
without sacrifice. 

 

Spiritual Direction: As James and John intended to place themselves where their egos 
suggested them. We too, often tend to do the things that are reserved for God alone. God is 
the only One who has the right and wisdom to appoint us to places where he has divinely 
willed for us. We are told that ñGod has a plan for usò (Jer 29: 11). He has designed a  
position for us where his plans for us would be realized. The first reading from Isaiah 
(53:10-11) tells us that through grief and suffering ï as the due process ï the servant of 
God will lead to the salvation of all. To redeem us our Lord Jesus had to follow the due 
process of passion and death. 
 

 If we are connected with him in faith and obedience weôll rise to our position de-
signed by God. Many people are not successful in life because they give themselves      
positions that God never intends for them. To get to the right place, follow God. It does not 
really matter how long it takes you or how tough the road is, but you will get to your  
rightful place after all.

James and John, the sons of Zebedee, came forward to Jesus and said to him, ñTeacher, we want 
you to do for us whatever we ask of you.ò And Jesus said to them, ñWhat is it you want me to do for 
you?ò And they said to him, ñGrant us to sit, one at your right hand and one at your left, in your  
glory.ò But Jesus said to them, ñYou do not know what you are asking. Are you able to drink the 
cup that I drink, or be  baptized with the baptism that I am baptized with?ò They replied, ñWe are 
able.ò Then Jesus said to them, ñThe cup that I drink you will drink; and with the baptism with 
which I am baptized, you will be baptized; but to sit at my right hand or at my left is not mine to 
grant, but it is for those for whom it has been prepared.ò When the ten heard this, they began to be 
angry with James and John. So Jesus called them and said to them, ñYou know that among the  
Gentiles those whom they recognize as their rulers lord it over them, and their great ones are tyrants 
over them. But it is not so among you; whoever wishes to become great among you must be your 
servant, and whoever wishes to be first among you must be slave of all. For the Son of Man came
