POPE FRANCIS SAYS YOU NEED TO GO TO MASS! 
 

How can we respond to those who say that there is no need to go to Mass, not even on 
Sundays, because what is important is to live well, to love our neighbours? Pope Francis 
answered: "It is true that the quality of the Christian life is measured by the capacity to 
love," as Jesus says in the Gospels. But a Christian can't just be a good person and skip 
Mass on Sundays. The Eucharist is an amazing event where Jesus Christ, our life, 
becomes present. It allows us to encounter Christ, to form the Church and its mem-
bers, to experience the Passion of the Lord and to   participate fully in the Mass. 
 

Therefore, Pope Francis said that we must go to Mass every Sunday, not only    
because it is a law of the Church, but more importantly, because it is the Eucharist that 
provides the nourishment needed to truly live the Gospel well in our daily lives. In fact, 
how can we practice the Gospel without drawing the necessary strength to do it, one    
Sunday after another, from the inexhaustible spring of the Eucharist?" During every    
Eucharistic celebration, Christ infuses us with his very love which allows us to 
love others and even to give ourselves entirely to our neighbours. Only if we      
experience this power of Christ, the power of his love, can we be truly free to give 
ourselves without fear. 
 

To participate in Mass, especially on Sunday, means entering in the definitive 
victory over death of the Risen. Christôs Passover is made present in every         
celebration of the Eucharist. By making himself into bread and wine, as he did on 
the cross, Jesus in the Eucharist communicates to us his paschal and victorious love 
so as to renew our hearts, our existence and our way of relating with him and our 
brothers. Through the Eucharist, the Holy Spirit transfigures our mortal essence 
and makes us partakers in the divine to the point that Christ lives in us and we in 
him as Saint Paul wrote to the Galatians: ñI have been crucified with Christ and I 
no longer live, but Christ lives in me.ò 
 

When we go to Mass, it is as if we go to the Calvary. Now imagine if we 
went to the Calvary - using our imagination - in that moment, knowing that that 
man there is Jesus. Would we dare to chit-chat, make a little scene? No! Because 
itôs Jesus! We would surely be in silence, in tears, and in the joy of being saved. 
 

"We Christians need to participate in Sunday Mass,ò said Pope Francis, ñbecause 
only with the grace of Jesus, with his living presence in us and among us, can we put into 
practice his commandment, and thus be his credible witnesses." The Eucharist and Mass 
are where we find our strength for daily life. Without it, Christians are condemned to be 
dominated by everyday weariness, with its worries, and by the fear of the future. The   
Sunday encounter with the Lord gives us the strength to live each day with courage and 
with hope. At Sunday Mass we rest from the busyness and work of the week, and we are 
taught to place our trust in the Father, not in earthly things. In this same way, abstaining 
from unnecessary labour on Sundays helps us to live out our identity as sons and daughters 
of God, and not slaves. 

 

Pope Francis noted that there are many secularized societies which have entirely lost 
the Christian sense of an "illuminated Sunday. In this case we must help revive and       
recover the meaning of the day, which should be celebrated with joy, with community, and 
with solidarity; as a day of rest "that restores the soul and the body." 
 

ñWe cannot forget the great number of Christians who, in the entire world, 
in two thousand years of history, have resisted until death to defend the             
Eucharist,ò Francis said. ñAnd those, still today, who risk their life to participate

 at Sunday Mass.ò He recounted the story of Christians in North Africa who were caught celebrating Mass 
in 304, during the persecutions by the Roman Emperor Diocletian. When asked why they had faced such 
danger, the Christians said that their Christian life would end if they did not go to Mass. They were killed 
and became witnesses of the Eucharist, which they chose over this mortal life. 

 

LITURGY OF THE LIVING WORD 
 

FIRST READING Exodus 24:3-8 See the blood of the covenant that the Lord has made with you. 
 

Moses came and told the people all the words of the Lord and all the ordinances; and all the people answered 
with one voice, and said, ñAll the words that the Lord has spoken we will do.ò And Moses wrote down all 
the words of the Lord. He rose early in the morning, and built an altar at the foot of the mountain, and set up 
twelve pillars, corresponding to the twelve tribes of Israel. He sent young men of the people of Israel, who 
offered burnt offerings and sacrificed oxen as offerings of well-being to the Lord. Moses took half of the 
blood and put it in basins, and half of the blood he dashed against the altar. Then he took the book of the  
covenant, and read it in the hearing of the people; and they said, ñAll that the Lord has spoken we will do, 
and we will be obedient.ò Moses took the blood and dashed it on the people, and said, ñSee the blood of the 
covenant that the Lord has made with you in accordance with all these words.ò

 What shall I return to the Lord for all his bounty to me? I will lift up the cup of salvation and call on the 
name of the Lord. R.

SECOND READING Hebrews 9:11-15 The blood of Christ will purify our consciences. 
 

 Christ came as a high priest of the good things that have come. He passed through the greater and perfect tent 
not made with hands, that is, not of this creation. He entered once for all into the Holy Place, not with the 
blood of goats and calves, but with his own blood, thus obtaining eternal redemption. For if the blood of 
goats and bulls, with the sprinkling of the ashes of a heifer, sanctifies those who have been defiled so that 
their flesh is purified, how much more will the blood of Christ, who through the eternal Spirit offered himself 
without blemish to God, purify our conscience from dead works to worship the living God! For this reason 
Christ is the mediator of a new covenant, so that those who are called may receive the promised eternal    
inheritance, because a death has occurred that redeems them from the transgressions under the first covenant.

GOSPEL Mark 14:12-16. 22-26 Take; this is my body. Drink; this is my blood of the covenant. 
 

 On the first day of Unleavened Bread, when the Passover lamb is sacrificed, the disciples said to Jesus, 
ñWhere do you want us to go and make the preparations for you to eat the Passover?ò So Jesus sent two of 
his disciples, saying to them, ñGo into the city, and a man carrying a jar of water will meet you; follow him, 
and wherever he enters, say to the owner of the house, óThe Teacher asks, ñWhere is my guest room where I 
may eat the Passover with my disciples?òô He will show you a large room upstairs, furnished and ready. 
Make preparations for us there.ò 

 

 So the disciples set out and went to the city, and found everything as he had told them; and they prepared the 
Passover meal. While they were eating, Jesus took a loaf of bread, and after blessing it he broke it, gave it to 
them, and said, ñTake; this is my body.ò Then he took a cup, and after giving thanks he gave it to them, and 
all of them drank from it. He said to them, ñThis is my blood of the covenant, which is poured out for many. 
Truly I tell you, I will never again drink of the fruit of the vine until that day when I drink it new in the king-
dom of God.ò 

 

 When they had sung the hymn, they went out to the Mount of Olives.
